Electrical

6) Outlets throughout the living room and kitchen are "ungrounded three prong". In some
cases the ground wire has been dropped in the circuit and can be reconnected. In other
cases, a new wiring circuit is needed to make the outlet grounded. Alternatively, a duplex
outlet can be installed. A licensed electrician should be contacted.

7) An outlet in the living room is reversed polarity. Reversed polarity outlets should be
corrected by a licensed electrician.

8) The closet light switch is missing a cover plate. Covered plates should be replaced for
additional safety.

9) The electrical panel cover plate should be installed for safety reasons.

10) The smoke detectors are missing throughout and should be replaced. Installation of
10 year battery units with interconnectivity are now recommended inside and outside
sleeping rooms and on each level.
